Your career assessment will be held at EHOVE Career Center on the date above.  A few details about the day follow:    

· Lunch:  You may pack or buy your lunch.   Lunch is $2.75. Please bring money as EHOVE cannot access your cafeteria account at your school.   If you are eligible for a free or reduced lunch, then you will receive the same at EHOVE Career Center.

· Dress:  Prepare for EHOVE by following the EHOVE dress code::  
· Skirts and shorts cannot end above mid-thigh.
· No tube tops, halter, tank tops, fishnet shirts, spandex, or leotard type pants, mini-skirts.  No sleeveless shirts or shirts that show any part of the stomach.  The function of a top is to cover the entire torso and shoulders.
· No excessively loose or excessively tight clothing.  Pants must be worn at waist level. Belts must be appropriate length.  No cut-offs or holes in pants.Undergarments cannot be shown. 
· If students come dressed inappropriately to career assessment they will be loaned a shirt and expected to wear it.   The loaned shirts are not to be altered in any way.   If needed, students will be loaned a belt to keep pants at waist level.
· Transportation:  Take the EHOVE bus from your home school or follow whatever arrangements have been made for you.  Be sure to be at your home school in time to board the EHOVE bus.  

· Arrival:  At EHOVE, go directly to “A” Building until 8:15 AM.  Please wait in the main office.  Tell the secretary you’re here to see Mrs. Rutger.  I will come to the office and escort you to the assessment center.
· Departure:  At 2:50 PM, we will escort you to the bus.  Transportation will be provided back to your school on the EHOVE bus or you will be returned by whatever arrangements have been made for you.
