Section 1  Future Planning:

William would like to graduate high school and pursue a career in culinary arts or as a professional basketball player while living on campus at a 4 year college or university.  William's mother supports his plan for the future and also would like to see him continue working on his studying strategies for tests and quizzes.
Section 4  Age Appropriate Transition Assessments:
William currently has two post-secondary options that he is interested in. His primary goal is to become a professional basketball player, although he understands this may be unattainable. His secondary goal is to study culinary arts and become a chef. These can be coupled together by studying culinary arts or restaurant management in college while also playing basketball. 

In order for William to become a professional basketball player, he will need to begin college at a 4-year university. William is a skilled basketball player and has started on the varsity team since his sophomore year of high school. William also plays on a traveling basketball team during the off-season. 
William enjoys cooking, and as stated by his mother, he has great skill in doing so. This supports his goal of becoming a chef.
As stated in William's ETR (September 2011), William is observed to be behaviorally and socially appropriate, both of which are necessary for success in post-secondary education. Also, with the exception of math calculation, he has average to above average academic achievement skills. Nevertheless, William has not passed any of the mandatory five sections of his OGT (taken in March 2011). Typically, students going to a four-year college or university are able to pass all 5 sections of the OGT. Based on his most recent transcripts (Sept 2011), William has a 2.0 grade point average. 

William took the PLAN test in October 2010. William had a composite score of 9 (sub-scores included English: 7, Math: 14, Reading: 6, Science: 10). Based on the results of the PLAN, the estimated ACT score for William is in a range between 11-14. Admission standards for colleges are typically 16-21 for open admissions, 18-24 for traditional admissions, 21-26 for selective admissions and 25-30 for highly selective admissions. If he chooses to begin post-secondary training as a 2 year college or technical training school he will not need to take an ACT test—he may need a COMPASS test instead.
William completed a Career Assessment through EHOVE in October 2010. His results indicated that he had average to above average skills in all job related areas as compared to typical 18 year olds. The report suggests that William would do well with a hands-on career such as culinary arts. 

On September 6, 2011, William took an online transition survey through North Point Educational Service Center. His results indicated that he would rather work indoors, with other people, using his hands while being up and moving. He would like to have a similar routine every day, while following orders given to him. These interests would fit with both career choices for William. 

William currently tries to use an agenda on a daily basis to keep track of his upcoming assignments and activities. On the NPESC survey, he rated his organizational skills as weak .Strong organizational skills are necessary for success in post-secondary education. He also indicated on the NPESC survey that he does not ask for assistance from adults. In order to be successful in a post-secondary setting, William will need to learn to advocate for himself.
William is currently unemployed but he successfully held a part-time job over the summer of 2011 at Dairy Queen. This shows that William is capable of being on time to work and being responsible for his schedule. 
In order for William to find success in his post-secondary education, he will need to continue developing his math calculation skills, organizational skills, self-advocacy skills as well as his test taking skills. He will work on these areas in his daily study skills course. 

As per a phone call home on 9/15/11, William's mother indicated that she is in support of William's postsecondary plans.
The information stated in this section suggests that William's postsecondary goals as listed in the future planning may be appropriate if he continues on the skills described above.
