James said his future plan is to go to a 2 year college or tech school and pursue the goal of a career as an auto body repairman or an auto mechanic. He is undecided as to where he plans to go for further training after graduating from high school. James would like to apply to the EHOVE Career Center for his junior and senior years. He plans to be living in his own apartment one year after high school graduation.
His mother indicated that she supports his future plans but also added that she wants him to get a driver’s license sometime this year so he can drive himself to a part-time job on the weekends.

When asked to rate on a scale of 1-10 an interest in going to the Career Center (1= no interest and 10= great interest) Travis chose 10 on the scale.  Possible program interests include: Auto Tech and Auto Body.

In addition, the same NPESC survey asked the student which environments/characteristics of a job were most preferred, Travis chose the following: 

Work outdoors, work with others, work  with my hands using machines and tools, up and moving most of the day, have set routine--mostly the same everyday, usually noisy, a full-time job, be the one in charge (the boss, the manager)., the Overnight shift, Midnight to 8:00 a.m..
The results of James’ self evaluation of his skills and his work environment preferences as well as his interest in EHOVE (all listed above) support his desire to work with his hands and be involved in a career technical field where he can be up and moving instead of a highly academic program.
He took the PLAN test in November 2010. He had a composite score of 8. Based on the results of the PLAN, the estimated ACT score for James is in a range between 11-14. Admission standards for colleges are typically 16-21 for open admissions, 18-24 for traditional admissions, 21-26 for selective admissions and 25-30 for highly selective admissions. If he chooses to begin post-secondary training as a 2 year college or technical training school he will not need to take an ACT test—he may need a COMPASS test instead. 

His PLAN results as well as his current GPA of 1.75 (as of 11/1/11 transcript) indicates that he may struggle with the academic (“bookwork”) portion of a career tech program. His weak reading comprehension, math calculation, and organizational skills  as noted in his ETR (10/5/2010) as well as observed in his high school classes during first semester this year. will also make success in a post secondary career technical setting more difficult. However he has no credit deficiencies and has great school attendance—both of which are requirements for acceptance into an EHOVE career-tech program.
James worked for his uncle’s auto body repair shop during the summer of 2011. His duties included general clean-up as well as assisting his uncle with smaller auto body repairs. James said he really enjoyed this experience and never missed a day of work.
He passed his temporary driver’s permit exam. This is a first step toward having a driver’s license and being able to provide his own transportation to school and work in the future.
In October 2011, James completed an EHOVE Career Assessment. The results indicated that James’ hands-on skills all fell within the average to above average range. This is consistent with his desire for a career working on cars. 
In order for James to find success in his post-secondary education and in an eventual job related to working with cars, he will need to continue developing his reading comprehension, math calculation skills, and organizational skills. 

As per a phone call home on 10/15/11, James's mother indicated that she is in support of James's postsecondary plans.
The information stated in this section suggests that James's postsecondary goals as listed in the future planning section may be appropriate and attainable if he continues to improve on the skills described above.
