Provide consultation and assistance to therapists to assure continuity between assessment data, the IEP, and therapy programs via observation and discussion.


4.
Oversee therapy programs and insure said programs adhere to state rules and standards.


5.
Maintain participation at county, state, regional, and national levels, keeping abreast of new developments and furnishing leadership in determining their appropriateness for inclusion in the district's therapy programs.


6.
Maintain a management system for all county served students receiving therapy.


7.
Prepare reports as requested by the Superintendent and/or Executive Directors for Board meetings.


8.
Maintain communications and adequate records necessary in reporting to appropriate authority.


9.
Assist in therapy program development and selection of materials.


10.
Provide counsel and technical assistance to therapists, teachers, and local school districts by identifying resources and services which will aid in the improvement of therapy services.


11.
Provide inservice as needed to local districts, therapists, and ESC staff.


12.
Participate in the evaluation of all professional personnel as assigned.


13.
Participate in local, regional, state, and national conferences and seminars in order to keep abreast of improvements, innovations, and changes in therapy services.


14.
Serve as liaison between school districts, cooperative districts, and the Ohio Department of Education's Department of Special Education and monitor compliance of therapy programs.


15.
Coordinate summer therapy services.


16.
Assume administrative duties for CAFS and serve as consultant to CAFS coordinator.


17.
Assign therapists to program sites, caseload, and schedules.


18.
Maintain therapy calendars, schedules, and caseload statistics.


19.
Review qualifications, interview, and make recommendations for hiring therapists to Executive Directors and Superintendent.


20.
Coordinate therapy contracts with local school districts.


21.
Keep executive directors aware of program activities and issues within each respective county.


22.
Coordinate special education supervisor meetings in conjunction with the special needs coordinators.


23.
Attend to additional duties and responsibilities as assigned.
