FRANKLIN B. WALTER ALL-SCHOLASTIC AWARD

OVERVIEW
PROGRAM:

The Franklin B. Walter All-Scholastic Award Program was established by the Ohio Educational Service Center Association to promote student achievement and to recognize outstanding academic achievement.  One senior from each county in Ohio will receive this annual honor.

ELIGIBILITY:

Applicant must be a high school senior enrolled in a local, city or exempted village school district within the ESC’s service region.  Eligible students must demonstrate outstanding academic achievement as indicated by high school grades, test scores, community service and awards.  Educational Service Centers that have merged are permitted to select one high school senior from each county that merged.

AWARD:

One student from each county will be invited, along with his/her parent(s), to attend a special recognition luncheon at the Conference Center at NorthPointe, 9243 Columbus Pike, Lewis Center, Ohio, at a fee of $30.00 per person to be paid by the respective County Educational Service Center.  Four (4) persons from each county may attend the luncheon at the above-stated fee. The ESC superintendent attending the OESCA Spring Conference will have their luncheon cost included in the Ohio Educational Service Center Association conference charge.

TIMELINE:

November 2009
Nomination packets are mailed to all Ohio Educational Service Center superintendents.  ESC superintendents distribute applications to area high schools.

February 8, 2010
Each district identifies one nominee and then forwards that application to the Educational Service Center Superintendent.
