Educators were supplied with material relevant for 

their students like a regional Aligning Opportunities report which compares open 

positions to higher education credentials awarded in the region and areas where we 

are under or over supplied with graduates.

 The Virtual High School Job Fair was held in conjunction with Sandusky and Seneca 

counties through the Brazen platform on Tuesday, April 13th.  Twenty-six businesses 

attended this virtual job fair. 

 

 The BAC currently has 9 students enrolled in the CEO (Career Exploration 

Opportunity) Internship Program along with 2 job shadowing experiences. 

 

 An inaugural graduation was held for the students on May 18, 2021 to celebrate their 

hard work and accomplishments. Eight of the ten students secured employment in the 

skilled trades upon graduation.  Recently, ten students enrolled in our Skilled Trades 

Academy tested for their MSSC certifications and received certifications in OSHA-10 

and CPR.  All ten students passed three MSSC credentials and eight of the ten 

students passed all four credentials.
